CITY AND COUNTRY INFO

Cordoba is the colonial capital city of Argentina on the edge of the Sierra Chica mountain range with
approximately one million inhabitants. It has the oldest and one of the most prestigious universities of the
country, founded by the Jesuits in 1622, and the center of the city is rich in Spanish colonial architecture
from the 16th century. Prior to the rise of Buenos Aires, Cordoba was Argentina's center of arts and
learning, a place of scholars and priests, churches and universities. Though in terms of national importance
the city has fallen behind the capital, it still retains an independent spirit and distinctive grace. Its name
comes from the surrounding province, which embraces an unusually scenic section of the Andes, the
Sierras de Cordoba.

Located in the geographical centre of Argentina, the areas surrounding Cordoba offer opportunities for
traditional and adventure tourism as the hills and valleys are filled with springs, crystal clear rivers, artificial
lakes, the huge salted lake of Mar Chiquita (heaven of ornithologists), and rupestrian (cave) paintings in
Cerro Colorado.

FULL PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

STUDY PROGRAM

The study portion of the program includes 20 hours per week of Group Spanish
classes with a 1 week minimum. Maximum number of students per class is 5,
with the average being 2 students. Groups are organized in a way that each will
always consist of students possessing the same level of Spanish.

All of our teachers are native speakers with university educations and are very
experienced teaching Spanish to foreigners. Most have learned a second
language themselves and understand the student's perspective.

The method is based on the 4 language skills: listening, grammar, oral and
written comprehension. No English will be used in class. Classes are 45 minutes
in length.

Our program is divided into 6 levels of study. The first 4 are concentrated on
grammar, vocabulary, practical situations, and conversation. The next 2 levels,
advanced and superior, focus mainly on conversation and advanced reading and
writing topics.

SALSA PROGRAM

Dance is a fundamental part of Hispanic culture in general. With a large and well-
equipped dance studio, our center in Cordoba is ideally placed to offer programs
of Spanish combined with Salsa.

This program includes 8 Salsa lessons per week.

LODGING OPTIONS

HOMESTAY

We recommend that students take advantage of the homestay option to practice
Spanish and be exposed to local culture. Middle class families are carefully
selected and provide each student with a private room. Do not assume that you
are too old for a homestay as many of our students are older than their host
"parents". For many of our students, their homestay is one of the most rewarding
experience.

The host families are carefully selected, Do not forget to specify on the
registration form any dietary requirements, allergies, smoker / nonsmoker, etc.,
as well as any other preferences. The accommodations coordinator of each
school, always at the students' disposal, can change your family accommodation
if the need arises.

SHARED APARTMENT

One of the most popular housing option is the shared apartment, where you will
live with other students. No meal plan is available with the shared apartments,
however you have kitchen access to prepare your own meals. The rooms are
furnished with bedding provided. The bathroom and kitchen are communal.
Students should bring their own towels. Furthermore, cooperation with other
students is necessary as the common areas are maintained only once per week.
Most of the apartments are 10-20 minutes away by public transportation. Keys
will be given to the student upon arrival on the Sunday afternoon before classes
begin.
