CITY AND COUNTRY INFO

Lyon is the third largest city in France and an established business center. There are
more restaurants per square meter in this city than anywhere else on earth, so you know
you're in for the best of French cuisine. The city is populated by about a half a million people and it's cultural
scene is colorful and lively. Lyon's Musée des Beaux-Arts has a great selection of works, including Rubens,
El Greco and Tintoretto, and the Musée d'Art Contemporain offers more modern works for viewing. The
centre of Lyon is the Presqu'ile which lies between the rivers Saéne and Rhoéne. Across the Sabne is the old
town on which the Romans built their capital of Gaul; to the north is the old silk weavers' district, and
modern Lyon lies east of the Rhone.

Lyon has a very rich cultural heritage and is famous for its gastronomy and vineyards and more recently for
its football team and art. At the crossroads of the main European cities, close to the Mediterranean sea and
Alpine ski resorts, Lyon is perfectly located for people wanting to visit France and Europe. Lyon also offers a
very dynamic cultural life and a variety of entertainment opportunities.

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FULL PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
STUDY PROGRAM

The study portion of the program includes 3 French group lessons per
day with a 1 week minimum. Maximum number of students per class is
12. Groups are organized in a way that each will always consist of
students possessing the same level of French.

All of our teachers are native speakers with university educations and are
very experienced teaching French to foreigners. Most have learned a
second language themselves and understand the student's perspective.

Combines French language courses and French culture with a semi
intensive course and a program of discovery of French culture and the
city of Lyon. This program is designed to help our students discover
French history and French culture while allowing participants to practice
and speak French in a friendly and rich context.

MATURE ADULT PROGRAM

This course is designed to provide individuals with the opportunity study
the French language and experience the culture of France. The courses
will be held in French and will be in intimate groups with other students of
the same age.

It is a unique opportunity to study with individiuals of the same skill level
of you and then experience the culture with other similar individuals from
the same age group. All of the activities are tailored to the over 50 age
group. There is a healthy balance between learning in the classroom and
experiencing outside of the classroom with instructional time and cultural
exposure every day.

LODGING OPTIONS

HOMESTAY

We ask our host families to sign a document called “Chartre
d’engagement” which guarantees our standards and expectations in
terms of accommodation service and the relationship with the student.

In addition to this we have a system of visits and verification for families.
We ask our students to fill out a quality questionnaire so that we can
integrate their feedback and maintain our high standards of quality.

RESIDENCES

The residences with which we work are visited regularly by our school
director and administrative staff. The residences are all close to the
school (10 to 15 mins by bus or subway, or 15 to 30 mins on foot)

The studios are furnished and equipped (kitchen and bathroom, TV and
internet connection). The advantage of this option is its flexibility, as the
student can rent it for only as long as they wish to stay in Lyon.
