It is
also one of the safest and cleanest cities in the country and only a few hours away from other colonial cities
such as Guanajuato and San Miguel de Allende, a major center for Mexican and international art.

Querétaro offers art and a variety of cultural events, as well as many recreational activities such as football,
golfing, fishing, bullfights, horse back riding, charreadas, camping and swimming. It has Spring-like weather
the entire year, a big attraction for nature lovers. Among Querétaro's beauties is San Joaquin, a beautiful
municipality that rivals the most amazing nature you can find. It has the "Durazno" waterfalls, caverns and
the archeological site called "Ranas". The city also has the "Sierra Gorda" which is one of the largest
untamed regions of the central part of México.

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FULL PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

STUDY PROGRAM

The study portion of the program includes 3 instructional hours of Spanish
every weekday within a 3 week minimum program length. Maximum number
of students per class is 5. The small groups are ideal for an intimate learning
process. Groups are organized in a way that each will always consist of
students possessing the same level of Spanish. The overall atmosphere of
the classes are relaxed and enjoyable.

All of our teachers are native speakers with university educations and are
very experienced teaching Spanish to foreigners. Most have learned a
second language themselves and understand the student's perspective.

The method is based on the 4 language skills: listening, grammar, oral and
written comprehension. Students of all levels are welcome to this program.

MATURE ADULTS PROGRAM

This course is designed to provide individuals with the opportunity study the
Spanish language and experience the culture of Queretaro. The courses will
be held in Spanish and will be in intimate groups with other students of the
same age. This program is preferable for people who like to study with those
of similar ability levels and socialize with others of their own age.

Our specially designed program for the young at heart (55 and over) is a
great opportunity to live the experience of studying abroad and living the
Mexican culture. Our program combines Spanish classes, cultural classes,
and activities. It is conducted in small, same-level groups in a friendly and
relaxed atmosphere.

LODGING OPTIONS

HOMESTAY

One of the best ways to learn Spanish is to combine formal studies and living
with a Mexican family. This provides multiple opportunities to learn new
words and expressions, and it gives insight into daily life in México. It is an
enriching cultural experience that opens many doors and it is long
remembered. A number of families have been carefully selected to provide
security and a comfortable atmosphere for students. All homes are less than
15 minutes from the school by car. Homestay is booked from the Sunday
night before the course begins to the Sunday morning after the course
finishes. Lodging includes a single room with breakfast and the main meal of
the day served daily Monday through Saturday. Shared twin rooms are
available upon request and if 2 individuals are traveling together.

APARTMENTS

There are also several furnished apartments for rent, from a flat to a several
bedroom apartment. Please advise well in advance as these options are
subject to availability. This option is available upon request and at additional
cost.

If a student does not wish to stay with a family or in an apartment there is a
great variety of hotels and inns in the city. The school will provide information
and help the students find the one most appropriate for his/her needs. This
option is available upon request and at additional cost.
