FULL PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

STUDY PROGRAM

The study portion of the program includes 20 Italian group lessons per week with
a 2 week minimum. Groups are organized in a way that each will always consist
of students possessing the same level of Italian. Minimum of 3 students.

All of our teachers are native speakers with university educations and are very
experienced teaching Italian to foreigners. Most have learned a second language
themselves and understand the student's perspective.

The method is based on the 4 language skills: listening, grammar, oral and
written comprehension. No English will be used in class. Classes are 45 minutes
in length.

MATURE ADULT PROGRAM

This course is designed to provide individuals with the opportunity to study
the ltalian language and experience the culture of Italy. There are significant
benefits to studying in a program that is designed specifically to fit the skill
level and interests of the more mature age group. The courses will be held in
Spanish, so language immersion is the core goal. All of the lessons will be in
intimate groups with other students of the same age, so learning is intimate
and personal.

You might be working alongside other individuals with a range of life-
experiences that you can relate to, perhaps having already finished their
professional career, maybe still working, or getting out for their first, or fiftieth,
time abroad. It is not too late to have a cultural immersion that deeply
resonates with you and all of your valuable previous life experience.

LODGING OPTIONS

HOTELS

Accommodation always includes double room with wash-basin, bed & breakfast.
Single room only on request. If you book hotel accommodation we can also offer
you half board facilities which includes breakfast in the hotel and dinner in a
nearby restaurant.

The hotels are located within a walking distance from the school, shopping
facilities and beaches. Two-star-hotels include double room with its own
bathroom. Three-star-hotels include double room with its own bathroom, TV and
telephone. Rooms will be cleaned on behalf of the hotels.

APARTMENT

You can choose between 2, 3 or 4 bedroom apartments which you share with
other international students. It is ideal for those who enjoy contact with other
students from different parts of the world. We always do our best to
accommodate you in a student flat with different nationalities.

The student flats are not very luxurious but they have all the basic facilities: a
bed, table, chair and a wardrobe. Each student flat has a fully equipped
kitchen. In student flats there are no telephones available. You share the
kitchen and the bathroom.

Single or double rooms are available upon request. Sheets and blankets are
included; bed linen is changed every 2 weeks. You only have to bring your
own towels. All extra costs for electricity, water, gas, etc. are included in the
fees for lodging.
