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FULL PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

These courses enhance your language level, your spoken fluency,
and your communicative skills in a business/professional context.
Students will learn skills including taking part in meetings, speaking
on the telephone, and writing briefings, business letters, and
emails. Business/professional courses are offered separately from
general language courses; students may enroll in group language
classes in addition to the business classes. Lessons are taught
completely in Portuguese using the immersion method to ensure
students are exposed to the language as much as possible. This
program is open to students of all speaking levels; students will be
given an initial exam to qualify their current proficiency level in

Portuguese.

This program includes 30 classes per week. Classes are in a
private 1-on-1 setting, giving students maximum opportunity to
learn, converse, and interact with the teachers. All teachers are
professionally trained and have experience teaching to international
students. The duration of this program is customizable, with a

minimum enrollment of 1 week.

LODGING OPTIONS

HOMESTAY

Living with a local family encourages practice of the language and
enriches the cultural knowledge of the student. Daily contact with
the family enables you to practice the language regularly, as well as
to explore the language, customs, and way of life of the country.
This great experience is an excellent complement to the courses.
Friendships are often forged and many students keep in touch with
their host families long after their stay has ended. Host families are
carefully chosen and are regularly monitored by student feedback.
Your interests and hobbies will also a factor in choosing the most
suitable family for you. Most host families live near the school.
Some families are able to take in more than 1 student at a time,
and in these instances students who speak different native
languages are generally paired together.

HOTEL

It is also possible to plan a stay in the comfort of a hotel room or
furnished apartment during your stay. Porto offers a wide range of
hotels and apartments to choose from all over the city.
Hotel/apartment accommodations are at an additional cost.
