PROGRAM DESCRIPTION 
This Study & Volunteer program combines a minimum 4 week Standard Group Study program 
followed up with a 4 week minimum volunteer placement in the community. All opportunities 
will work in partnership with local people in a variety of community-based projects. This unique 
program offers exciting hands-on volunteering opportunities, meaningful cultural immersion, 
and an enriching language program.

CITY AND COUNTRY INFO  
Lima, a city of history and culture, endless beaches, hills and mountains, nightlife, the possibility to see Cuzco, Machu 
Pichu and much more! Although four hundred years have passed since its foundation, Lima, known as the “City of the 
Kings”, has managed to hold onto its traditions, fashion and religious celebrations from Pre-Inca and Inca times.

Walking through the streets and squares of the historic centre of Lima is like traveling to the past. Discover Lima’s 
Colonial Architecture, for which it was declared World Cultural Heritage by UNESCO. In almost all of Lima’s 
neighborhoods, you can enjoy an exiting nightlife with many possibilities to go out: casinos, discos, bars, pubs, folkloric 
parties and restaurants where you can enjoy and dance to the local music.

Lima is located in the central coast of the country, bordering the Pacific Ocean, with 7 million inhabitants you can enjoy 
beautiful beaches, landscapes, parks, the central market, and the Chinese neighborhood, which are all places you 
must visit.

After participating in this Study & Volunteer Program in Lima, students will gain experience in foreign poverty and need 
first hand while helping others in severe need, greatly improve foreign language abilities, gain personal growth and 
confidence both nationally and internationally through service, and combine travel, academics, and community service 
into one incredible life-changing experience. 
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FULL PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
STUDY PROGRAM
The Study Program includes 20 hours per week of Group Spanish classes. 
Maximum number of students per class is 5, with the average being 2 students. 
Groups are organized in a way that each will always consist of students 
possessing the same level of Spanish. 

The method is based on the 4 language skills: listening, grammar, oral and 
written comprehension. No English will be used in class.

Classes are 55 minutes in length. Students may enroll for as many weeks as 
desired. In order to make sufficient progress and gain the maximum benefit from 
the course, the following program duration ranges are recommended: Beginner 
(4-12 weeks), Intermediate (2-12 weeks) and advanced (2-12 weeks). 

VOLUNTEER PROGRAM
After the minimum 4 week study program, students will be placed in a 
volunteering position in community for a minimum of 4 weeks. Placement 
opportunities include the following:

• Health Care
• Child Care
• Teaching
• Women and Men, & Elderly
• Indigenous Community 
• Environmental Care

LODGING OPTIONS
HOMESTAY
Students staying in a homestay will be able to practice their Spanish and be 
exposed to local culture. Middle class families are carefully selected and provide 
each student with a private room. Do not assume that you are too old for a 
homestay as many of our students are older than their host "parents". For many 
of our students, their homestay is one of the most rewarding experiences.

SHARED APARTMENTS 
Our most popular housing option is the shared apartment. No meal plan is 
available with the shared apartments, however you will have access to a kitchen 
to prepare your own meals. Furthermore, cooperation with other students is 
necessary as housekeeping takes care of common areas only once per week. 

The student apartment is the best option for anyone who wants to combine the 
Spanish immersion experience with meeting new friends. All apartments are fully 
furnished and equipped. You may have a private or shared room, with a same-
sex roommate.

ELIGIBILITY AND 
GUIDELINES

U.S. citizens traveling on regular 
passports for tourism or business do 
not need a visa for a stay of 90 days or 
less. Those planning a longer visit 
must obtain a visa in advance. 

Minimum age of 18 unless 
accompanied by an adult. Volunteer 
positions on a space available basis. 
These are unpaid positions and there 
is a limited number of positions every 
month.
