PROGRAM DESCRIPTION 

This Study & Volunteer program combines a Standard Group Study program  
followed up with a volunteer placement in the community for a total minimum time  
commitment of 8 weeks.  All opportunities will work in partnership with local  
people in a variety of community-based projects. This unique program offers  
exciting hands-on volunteering opportunities, meaningful cultural immersion, and  
an enriching language program.

CITY AND COUNTRY INFO

Valencia, located on the Mediterranean coast of Spain, just in front of the Balearic islands, is a medium-sized city  
with a population of about 800,000. The city possesses long, wide beaches, extensive promenades and several  
nautical clubs, where students can take part in many types of aquatic sports. Valencia has become one of the  
most sought after tourist destinations due to the high number of days of sunshine it receives per year and its  
temperate climate.

Valencia also has a rich historical, cultural and artistic atmosphere to offer its visitors. It has many contrasting  
examples of architecture, such as the Lonja which dates from the 15th century and has been declared  
"Patrimony of Humanity" to the modern museum of the IVAM, or the newly constructed City of Sciences and Arts,  
considered to be one of the most attractive centers of culture and relaxation found in Europe.

HIGHLIGHTS OF PROGRAM 

After participating in this Study & Volunteer Program in Valencia, students will gain experience in foreign poverty  
and need first hand while helping others in severe need, greatly improve foreign language abilities, gain personal  
growth and confidence both nationally and internationally through service, and combine travel, academics, and  
community service into one incredible life-changing experience. 
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FULL PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

STUDY PROGRAM
The Study Program includes 20 hours per week of Group Spanish 
classes for a minimum of 2 weeks. Maximum number of students 
per class is 5, with the average being 2 students. Groups are 
organized in a way that each will always consist of students 
possessing the same level of Spanish. 

The method is based on the 4 language skills: listening, grammar, 
oral and written comprehension. No English will be used in class.

Classes are 55 minutes in length. Students may enroll for as many 
weeks as desired. In order to make sufficient progress and gain the 
maximum benefit from the course, the following program duration 
ranges are recommended: Beginner (4-12 weeks), Intermediate (2-
12 weeks) and advanced (2-12 weeks). 

VOLUNTEER PROGRAM
Students will be placed in a volunteering position in community in 
the afternoons after classes for a minimum of 6 weeks. Placement 
opportunities may include the following:

• Educational
• Cultural
• Social
• Environmental
• Health Care

LODGING OPTIONS

HOMESTAY
Students staying in a homestay will be able to practice their 
Spanish and be exposed to local culture. Middle class families (by 
local standards) are carefully selected and provide each student 
with a private room. Do not assume that you are too old for a 
homestay as many of our students are older than their host 
"parents". For many of our students, their homestay is one of the 
most rewarding experiences.

STUDIO APARTMENTS
Apartments  are  available  for  individuals  or  two  people  booking 
together.  Other  options  include  shared  apartments,  halls  of 
residence, and hotels or hostels.

Cost of minimum 2 weeks of classes 
combined with volunteer placement, and 
minimum of 8 weeks total of housing 
ranges from:

ELIGIBILITY AND 
GUIDELINES

U.S. citizens traveling on regular 
passports for tourism or business do not 
need a visa for a stay of 90 days or less. 
Those planning a longer visit must obtain 
a visa in advance. 

Participants must have an intermediate 
level of Spanish to participate in the 
volunteer program. 

Minimum age of 18 unless accompanied 
by an adult. Volunteer positions on a 
space available basis. These are unpaid 
positions and there is a limited number 
of positions every month.
